Suggested Summer Reading List
for Children Entering Grade Three in 2010

Listed below are suggested authors that you and your child might enjoy reading together. We recommend that your child
has quiet time each day to read independently or with a parent.

Choosing Books With Your Child
Find an unhurried time to spend browsing for books with your child at a library or bookstore. Let your child find books
that look interesting and then suggest the “S FINGER RULE” when your child chooses a book he/she wants to read:

1. Turn to a page in the middle of the book.

2. Have your child read the page.

3. Ateach word that he/she can’t decode or understand, put up a finger.

4. If at the end of the page, you have five or more fingers up, the book is too difficult for independent

reading.

You can still get the book and read it aloud to your child! Children continue to benefit from listening to stories read aloud
even as they become strong independent readers.

Please read two books from the fiction category and one book from the non-fiction or
historical fiction category between now and the first day of school, and complete the
attached Book Share assignment for one of the books read. Directions found
below.

We hope to be able to have each new third grader tell their classmates about a book they enjoyed over the summer. This
will serve the dual purposes of acting as an icebreaking activity during the first days of school and giving everyone some
book suggestions to try as the year continues.

A few notes about completing the Book Share form.
The form has been created to be read like a script, so it is important that complete sentences are used.

Be sure to use the Fiction form for a fiction book and the Non-Fiction form for a non-fiction book.

If the story your child reads has more than one character, have them choose the main character, for example in the Harry
Potter books, Harry is the main character rather than Ron or Hermione.

Any good book review gets you excited about the book without revealing too much; the Book Share should do the same.
Your child should write a little the main problem in the story, including the main thrust of the action, but not a summary
of the entire book. Example: Again in Harry Potter, letting on that Harry attends a magic school and has adventures there
leads the listener in. Telling that his relatives mistreat Harry without revealing the magical aspect of the story is not as
compelling.

It is important in the last paragraph to choose a reason (or two) and give examples. It is not useful to explain just that a
book is funny; an example to prove that point is necessary.
